Law 346. October 1st, 1869.

Art. 8 — Political rights cannot be exercised in
the Argentine Republic by those who have been
naturalised in foreign countries; those who
obtained employment or honours by foreign
countries without authorisation by Congress; by
fraudulent bankrupts; nor by those sentenced to
defaming punishment or death.
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
